Public Officials from ASEAN Member States Visiting Korea for 
Training on Administration

- The Study Visit for ASEAN Member States on Public Administration and Human Resource Management in the Plus Three Countries, run by NHI -

The National HRD Institute (NHI), headed by President Oh, Dong-ho, runs “The Study Visit for ASEAN Member States on Public Administration and Human Resource Management in the Plus Three Countries” for 22 manager-level public officials from ASEAN member states* for 5 days starting from April 2nd, 2018. 

Korea is hosting this training course in the fields of public administration and HR management this year, following Japan in 2017 and China in 2016, according to the Work Plan 2016-2020 of the ACCSM+3**.

This year marks the 69th anniversary of the founding of the NHI, and it has been maintaining close and cooperative ties with public officials from ASEAN member states since 1993. This year’s study visit in Korea has been designed for these officials, making use of NHI’s expertise and knowledge in training. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The trainees will have lectures on Korea’s experience in government innovation, local government system, personnel management system for civil servants, etc. and have study visits to several organizations, such as Seoul Transport Operation & Information Service (e-government), National Agency for Administrative City Construction (balanced national development), and Ministry of Personnel Management (personnel management for civil servants).
In addition, the participants will have a chance to visit National Museum of Korean Contemporary History and make Bibimbap (Korean-style mixed rice) to better understand Korean culture. 
The NHI has been a global leadership center, training nearly 5,000 foreign public officials while sharing Korea’s experiences over the past 34 years. Starting with this study visit for ASEAN member states, it is planning to run several training programs this year for public officials from Uzbekistan, Vietnam, Malaysia, Japan, etc. 
In his welcome remarks, President Oh said, “I hope that Korea and ASEAN can share ideas and experiences and explore ways to further develop our countries.” He also added, “The Korean government is putting an emphasis on the importance of ASEAN based on its new Southern Policy, and we will work hard to maintain a close network with ASEAN that could contribute to the development and prosperity of AEAN.”
